Los Angeles Boy Scouts

 Creation of the First Ever District-Wide Community Service Day is Established

Los Angeles, CA – Date________ - Boy Scouts from the North Star District of the Los Angeles Area Council, including troops located in Downtown Los Angeles, Chinatown, Silverlake, Echo Park, Larchmont, Hollywood, West Hollywood, and Los Angeles, will serve the community in their first ever district-wide service project to be held on June 28 and 29. This year’s beneficiary will be the Midnight Mission’s downtown shelter.  Boy Scouts from each of the communities are expected to collect canned food and hygiene products which will then be donated to the mission.

Their service to the Mission will include sorting the food for later distribution to people who are in need, preparation of hygiene kits for distribution on June 28 and 29 to the various people who come to the mission, and serving meals to as many as 500 to 600 people for lunch as well as for dinner.  As many as 240 boys will be involved in these projects, working between 4 to 5 hours each.  It is estimated that these boys will provide over 1,000 hours of service at the Mission alone. This doesn’t take into account the time spent to collect the food and hygiene products.

Though one of the many lessons that Boy Scouts teaches is to help others including, but not limited to, performing community service, and though this is ongoing throughout the year by various troops in our communities, it is the hope and desire of this group of scouts to create, nationwide, one special day each year, where all troops in all communities around the United States, will come together as they are doing this year in Los Angeles. 

The Boy Scout Motto, “Do a good turn daily” is certainly a Motto they keep.  These young men are on the right track, working to help others, better their community and to make a difference in the world.
